Together, we have helped the Rock Art Research Institute (RARI) of
the University of Witwatersrand in Johannesburg, South Africa to
preserve thousands of ancient rock art images in a digital archive
where they can be easily accessed by anyone; supported the
Universitas Udayana in Denpasar, Bali in preserving wisdom from
the Lontar on CD-ROM in both the image form and in translations
to modern Balinese, Indonesian and English; organized a visit from
a Diné elder to the Smithsonian's National Museum of the American
Indian in New York to demonstrate her healing sand paintings and
talk about her culture; sponsored two enthusiastic Gospel nights
during JazzFest in New Orleans; assisted the Renato Maestro Library
and Archives and the Save Venice Foundation to preserve a priceless
copy of the Tiqquney ha-Zohar (The Book of Splendor, Mantua,
1558), a seminal four-volume work which is arguably the most
important contribution to Jewish mysticism; worked with the
Kalahari Bushmen to create Thara Tjua (Shaking House) which
contains recordings of many of their elders and healers in the oral
tradition that they are accustomed to; as well as many smaller
projects.

Our work together has moved others to think differently about their
impact in and on the world and to find ways to help in the support
the conservation of endangered knowledge wherever it may be
found.

Ghoste heads back
to his camp

The 2006 Lontar Contest in Bali

This year I was privileged to attend the Utsawa Dharma Gita
2006 in Jimbaran, Bali. This 3 day contest and celebration,
sponsored by Ringing Rocks Foundation, is a much anticipated
contest as the participants have studied for months and
sometimes years to learn to sing the Lontar with the appropriate
intonation and gestures.

In the Balinese tradition, their
wisdom was written on long palm
leaves and tied into bundles, which
look like Venetian blinds when
folded. These bundles are called
Lontar and convey important
knowledge on many diverse topics
such as mythology, healing practices,
and cultural traditions. These were
written in the ancient Kawi
language. Over the years interest has

waned in continuing to sing the Lontar. Because of this, much of
the language and knowledge is in danger of being lost.

Mr. A. A. Antara of Jimbaran, Bali, in conjunction with Ringing
Rocks Foundation organized a contest designed to keep the
tradition of reading the Lontar alive. This years contest lasted for
three days, and was quite intricate. For several days prior to the
opening of the contest, people gathered to make elaborate
offerings for the success of the program.

The major part of the contest involved teams of two people - one
who sang the words in the ancient Kawi language and one who
interpreted the text into modern Balinese - performing in a very
stylized way.

The categories of contestants included age specific pairings of
female or male contestants ranging in age from 6 to 50 years of
age. There were also mixed groups of five boys and five girls, as
well as five men and five women, who performed choral-type
songs of cultural significance. An individual speech contest,
which required the contestant to translate and memorize a section
of a Lontar was added this year as a third part of the competition.

Trophies were awarded at the end
of the contest for first and second
place in each category, along with
a trophy for the overall most
winning community. To add to
the excitement this year, Bali TV
was present for the award
ceremony. The winners and their
neighborhoods seemed ecstatic at
being chosen, and actually rushed
out into the street and paraded
through the neighborhood with
trophies held high.
