The morning broke cool and bright as
the participants all gathered around the
sacred fire to be blessed, each in turn, by
Walking Thunder and her two assistants,
with the smoke of cedar and the silvery call
from her Eagle whistle. Each of us were
given a blessed stone to hold throughout
the day which served as a reminder to us all
to keep our intentions for the day firmly in
our hearts and minds.

We then moved through the beautiful
landscape of Angel Valley to the circle where the workshops events
would unfold. Sitting within the circle, Walking Thunder began to tell
stories of her life as a medicine women. She confessed to not
wanting to bear the burden of serving her people as a wisdom
keeper, but having to eventually accept the calling to relieve the
strange sickness which had overcome her. She talked of her many
teachers over the years, each of whom
added some important wisdom to her
medicine bundle.

She then proceeded to open her sacred
bundle contained within several gorgeous
wooden boxes. She discussed each of the
items she uses in her ceremonies. Passing
the very powerful Eagle feather used to
bring a patient back from the brink of
death, I could feel the powerful energy
field which surrounded it.

Throughout the day people were encouraged to ask questions. The
depth of understanding, respect and appreciation which was
reflected in the intelligent questions reminded me that those who are
drawn to indigenous wisdom are some of the most beautiful spirits
on the Earth today.

Later, Walking Thunder demonstrated the sacred art of sandpainting,
explaining the meanings of each of the colors and the importance of
the symbolism represented. When it came time for us to try our hand
at drawing a line with the sand, she was able to tell us each something
of ourselves based upon how we worked with the sand which was
very illuminating.

As the sun began setting all too soon behind the red and green hills
of Angel Valley, we gathered outside for a closing ceremony. Walking
Thunder sealed our blessings from the morning fire.

We walked forth in beauty with much to think about and to hold in
our hearts.
